video, so we Bro. Black speaking that night failed to record. 
 
Late July-August and Mission Trip 80 
 The end of July through August was spent in Salt Lake City, 
UT (SLC) and on Mission Trip 80 to Arcadia & Hollywood, CA.  
 
Salt Lake City (SLC) 
 We did several evangelism events in downtown SLC. We 
met faithfully every Sunday afternoon, alternating locations every 
other Sunday: one bi-weekly Sunday church services was held in 
Washington Square Park (WSP) across from the SLC Main Pub-

lic Library, and other bi-weekly meeting, called ñMeet-Up with 
the Word,ò was held in a library conference room. God was at 
work in all locations reaching souls. We typically have visitors in 
our park services and occasionally in the library conference room 
too. You can see in this picture above some who were attending 
faithfully every Sunday since early summer and some who were 
visitors.  
 When I travel on mission trips, Paul Johnson our faithful 
helper in SLC, sets up our church laptop and projector so I can do 
zoom video confer-
encing to the congre-
gation. This way I am 
able to lead the ser-
vice when away. I can 
see and hear them as 
well as they me. 
 
Mission Trip 80   
 This trip was to Arcadia, CA. It was great to be with Bro. 
Matthew Brewer and his wife at the Wesleyan Holiness Church. 
Prior to arriving in Arcadia, I worked remotely with Sister Brew-
er to develop a brand new Facebook page and ads for the events. 
We did a large door-to-door evangelism event, canvased the area 
sharing the Gospel and inviting peo-
ple to our service in the park and to 
a service at the church. Many from 
the Bible Holiness Church in San 
Bernardino, CA came to help us 
with outreach. Check out our can-
vasing crew in this picture (right).  
 We did one service in the park 
and the Brewers sang and preached 
and I led the service. I also spoke 
in their Sunday evening service. 
We were glad to see people attend 
the events. I also did tract evange-
lism in the park another evening. 

 While in Arcadia, I took a short trip to Hollywood, CA with 
Bro. Israel Montes the assistant pastor at the Bible Holiness 
Church in San Bernardino. He and I passed out tracts and I did 
some open air preaching. Godôs Word was Proclaimed! (see ban-

 After returning to the SLC 
area from Trip 80, I continued 

holding Church in the Park or Meetup with the Word 
in the Library on Sunday afternoons weekly. It was 
so nice to have David, Ladonna, and Paul help on the 
street at times and setup for church in the park. Da-
vid liked holding our scripture signs and loves pass-
ing out tracts where ever he goes. I left a sign with 
him so he could do sign and tract ministry while Iôm 
away.  
 The small trailer has been 

such a blessing. In addition to transporting our 
outdoor church equipment and things for a 
future church building, our trailer also has be-
come a great place to store equipment and sup-
plies not needed when I take long mission trips back east.  
 Thank you Living Waters Mennonite church in Provo, UT for 
letting me park our church trailer at their church while away on 
my long distant Mission Trip 81 & 82. Please pray we can find a 
place that would facilitate not only our Sunday services, but have 
space for the outdoor church equipment trailer.  
 Also please pray Iôm able to get another SUV this April when 
Iôm home in PA. My little Honda CRV is maxed out towing this 
trailer and it may not last long doing so. I also need to step up to a 
midsize SUV so I can not only pull this trailer safer, but have 
more seating to pick people up for church services and equipment 
storage for the streets when not talking the trailer. It takes a spe-
cial type of SUV to flat tow behind a motorhome.  
 
Mission Trip 81 
 My first stop was the 
native American reserva-
tion near Gallup, NM. It 
was great to be with pas-
tor Doug Stratton. There 
I preached a revival 
meeting at the Free Trin-
ity Navajo Mission. I 
designed flyers and ads 
for Facebook prior to 
arriving. We did some 
canvasing and sharing the Gospel door to door. God was there!  
 Trip 81 also commemorated the Motorhomeôs 
100,000 mile birthday. We paid off the motorhome 
almost a year ago thanks to the help from a donor. Now because 
of necessary advancements of towing capacity and because I am 
now living full time in the motorhome, I am praying for another 
motorhome. Pray I can find one that is quality built well for lon-
gevity with a higher weight and tow capacity. The current mo-
torhome will be under rated and beyond itôs legal weight limit for 
towing the upcoming heavier midsize SUV and at times the trailer 
too. We also need more sleeping quarters and storage. 
 Next stop on Trip 81 was Independence, KS, where I was 
blessed to park the motorhome at the Independence Bible Holi-
ness Campmeeting grounds. I spoke in one chapel service at the 
Independence Bible School about ñMarksò on our Lives & 
ñMarksò on the Lord Jesus. God used it to minister to hearts. It 
has been many years since I was able to come through independ-
ence and was glad to get reacquainted.  
 I also did an evangelistic outreach weekend with Pastor Adam 
Davidson and his wife at the Bible 
Holiness Church in Caney KS. 
There we shared the Gospel 
throughout their town door by door 
and invited people to our church in 
the park service and special service 
on Sunday at the church. This church is being restarted after a 
time of being closed for a while. I also helped them make a tem-
porary sign until they can get a better one made. God was there 
and we had visitors at both services. I was also grateful to hold a 
mission service at their Elk City, KS church. 

 Next stop was Bentonville, AR. I held a deputa-
tion service there at the Wesleyan Nazarene Church 
and also went to the University of Arkansas in 
Fayetteville about 40 mins away. God move on that 
campus. Students were gripped by the preaching. God 
opened up some good conversations. Most students 
took gospel tracts.
